This year, an estimated 

700,000 prisoners will be 

released from America's 

prisons. To put it mildly, 

most of these offenders are 

not prepared to be good 

neighbors.  

 

As the former head of 

California's Department of 

Corrections puts it, "95 

percent of the people who 

leave prison are ill prepared 

to return to society." This is 

where we stand in the gap. 
 

 

So it should not come as a 

surprise that, within three 

years of their release, two-

thirds of these offenders will 

have been rearrested and 

half—that is right, 50 

percent of them—back in 

prison.  
 

Nor should we be surprised 

that, across the country, law 

enforcement officials are 

concerned about the impact 

of these huge numbers of un-

rehabilitated and 

unsupervised offenders 

coming back into our 

neighborhoods. 

 
Please pray that we can 

increase our support base so 

that we can continue doing 

what God has called us to do.
